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E-Research Defined

The term e-Research encapsulates research activities that use a spectrum of advanced ICT 
capabilities and embraces new research methodologies emerging from increasing 
access to:

Broadband communications networks, research instruments and facilities, sensor 
networks and data repositories;

Software and infrastructure services that enable secure connectivity and interoperability; 

Application tools that encompass discipline-specific tools and interaction tools. 

e-Research capabilities serve to advance and augment , rather than replace traditional 
research methodologies, but there is a growing dependence on e-Research capabilities. 

Improved access to knowledge and information will enable researchers to perform their 
research more creatively, efficiently and collaboratively across long distances and 
disseminate their research outcomes with greater effect. 
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
